Golf Club, just south of Sheridan near Big Horn, 

Wyoming. This course offers twenty-seven holes of 

first-rate golf - the first nine are traditional Scottish 

links, while the stag nine are pure western-style golf. 

The Eagle nine rounds out the course, offering surprising length and creative shots within 

a mix of meadow and creek-side terrain. The two practice facilities are state-of-the-art. 

The course is open May through September.
